Naama Hamad Al Aryani began her career as a teacher in 1971,
then became the head of the kindergarten department. She is
one of the founders of kindergartens in the country and the
Kindergarten Development Center in Dubai. She then moved
to be the director of the kindergarten and primary education
department at the state level for 10 years, then the assistant
dean of female student affairs at Zayed University. She
contributed to the establishment of the college of education at
the university, then became the director of the technical office
of the Undersecretary of the Ministry of Education for 3 years.
She then worked as the director of the foreign and private
schools' department at the state level. The number of these
schools at that year (2003) reached 308 schools subject to 16
educational curricula. Naama Al Aryani is considered the only
Emirati woman to date to have received the French “Knight”
award in 2006, which is the highest French medal with the rank
of knight, and is given to those who provide distinguished
educational services in the field of education. In the same year
she won the kind of Bahrin Award for Distinguished women

in the Arab world level, she was nominated for this award by
Her Highness Sheikha Fatima bint Mubarak. This award
requires that the nominee has won an international award, and
she confirms the extent of her pride. With this award because
it was nominated by the mother of the Emirates.
